• Excellent effort on detail/purpose 
• One of very few agencies to list In House systems 
• Listing of custodial departments 

 
• This is one of the most detailed report we evaluated 
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Findings 

• Vast disparity among reports (even when evaluating agencies of similar 
size/population) 

• Standards for evaluation are needed to normalize results 
• Standardization of report formats is vital moving forward 

• Most agencies missing numerous Enterprise Applications 
• May be due to lake of understanding by IT Leaders 
• Very few internal systems articulated, ghost systems (conglomerations of data that turn into 

de facto Systems of Record) are never listed 

• Creating of agency vertical (city, county, water, etc.) would be of strong benefit 
• Missing systems need further research 

• Dog licensing, some cities have it, some do not, which is correct? 

• More leaders need to be aware of the requirement 
• Need to escalate through leaders communications
